
Scripture Memorization 
 
Take the next four weeks with your small group to memorize these four suggested Scriptures or 
four of your group’s choice. 
 

1. Take some <me daily to read or recite the Scripture verse for that week. 
 

2. Every week at group, partner up with one other person and take turns reci<ng the verse 
of the week. (Week 1 recite the first verse, week 2 recite the first and second verse, etc.) 

 
3. Find unique ways to help one another memorize the selected verses. (Ex. Phone 

backgrounds, voice memos, tex<ng one another, etc.) 
 

4. Make a game out of who can recite all four from memory. 
 
Reach exercise: Challenge your group to memorize 12 verses over 12 weeks. 
 
Remember: The goal is not as much memoriza(on as it is medita(on on the truths of God’s 
word daily.
